What I Learned from the Students of Bali

A Message from the Director of Operations

As your Director of Operations, my job usually involves the "how" of school—the

buildings, the schedules, and the systems that keep us moving. But recently, I took a

journey to Indonesia that reminded me of the "why." I want to share this with you

because, during my time in Bali, I didn't just learn from principals or architects; I learned

from students exactly like you. 

 Before we talk about the schools, I want you to imagine the setting. As Indians, we often

think of Bali as just a vacation spot. But Indonesia is a massive, vibrant world of 17,000

islands and active volcanoes. The culture there is built on a beautiful blend of agriculture,

spirituality, and a deep-rooted sense of community responsibility. 

 Everywhere I went—from the busy streets to the quiet schools—people lived by a genuine

sense of purpose. I saw it in the smiles of the scooter drivers and the dedication of the

teachers. They wake up at 4:30 AM, offer prayers to maintain harmony in their

surroundings, and eat simple, nutritious food like dragon fruit, jackfruit, and massive

coconuts. But real magic happened when I stepped onto the school campus. 

At the One Earth School, the philosophy is simple: One Earth, One Sky, One Humankind.

What I saw there wasn't just "student leadership" as a title—it was leadership as a daily

habit. I want to share three things they do that I think could change the way we look at our

own school life: 

One Earth School: Leadership is an Action
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 Matru Pitru Pujan Divas (Gratitude): Once a year, students invite their parents to school

to worship and thank them. They bow down in an expression of devotion. It’s a powerful

reminder that our education is a gift made possible by the support of our families. 

 Music – Sing and Sing Along: Music is the heartbeat of the school. From rock and cultural

songs to rap, students and teachers collaborate to compose playlists played during

recess and transitions. They even use music to power their monthly "Market Day"—an

event where senior students set up stalls to sell their crafts, learn what real work is and

how to make an honest, sustainable earning. 

 Our School – My Responsibility, My Life: This was the most striking part. Many areas of

the school are barefoot zones. I watched as students—without being asked—randomly

went over to the shoe racks to arrange everyone’s footwear neatly. They view the school

as theirs. They clean classrooms and manage recycling because they believe their

environment is an extension of their own. 



Green School Bali: The "Scrunchie" Lesson 

 Next, I visited the famous Green School Bali. Imagine a school with no walls, built entirely

of bamboo that grows as high as a coconut tree in just two months! The desks aren't

square, the whiteboards are made from old car windshields, and the breeze is the only air

conditioning. 

 While I was there, I saw a display of student projects. These weren't just assignments; they

were real-world innovations. One group was making beautiful scrunchies out of recycled

fabric. I loved them and immediately tried to buy one. 

The students looked at me and said, "We can't take your money. This is a showcase of our

year's work." I asked how I could get my hands on one, and instead of a "no," they gave me

an invitation. "Come," they said, "sit down. We will show you how to make it."

For a few minutes, I was the student, and these young leaders were my teachers. I sat at

the machine, learning how to turn waste into something useful. But then, my campus guide

told me it was time to move on to the next part of the tour. Just as I was about to finish, the

thread on the machine ran out. I had to leave my half-finished scrunchie behind. 



I am sharing this because those students in Bali—whether they were neatly lining up shoes

or chasing me down with a recycled scrunchie—showed me what true education looks like. 

 It isn't just about the marks you get on a test. It’s about integrity. It’s about reliability. It’s

about looking at a piece of "waste" and seeing a product and looking at a visitor and seeing

a connection. 

 As you walk through our halls this week, I want you to ask yourself: 

1.  Am I taking ownership of my space, or am I waiting for someone else to "clean up"? 

2.  Am I leading with kindness, even when it’s not for a grade? 

3.  When I make a promise, do I follow through, even if it means "sprinting to the exit" to

get it done? 

 You have the power to make this school a "cathedral of leadership" just like the one I saw

in the jungles of Bali. I can't wait to see how you do it.

Even though time is

running out, we will make you a new one and find you." 

 The Green School campus is 20 acres of jungle—it’s huge and easy to get lost in. I honestly

thought I’d never see them again. But as I was walking out of the main exit to leave the

campus, I heard voices calling out. Two of the students were sprinting toward me. “Hey, hey!

We got you your scrunchies!” They had finished the work, tracked me down across a

massive campus, and delivered on their promise just because they wanted to share their

project.

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The Science Behind Air Pollution in Baddi–Barotiwala–Nalagarh

BBN Air Under the Microscope 
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Region Focus: Nalagarh & BBN Industrial Area, Himachal Pradesh 

The Facts: How's Our Air Doing? 
Air Quality Index (AQI) is like a report card for the air: 

As residents of the beautiful Shivalik foothills, we often associate our home with "clean

mountain air." However, scientific data from the Himachal Pradesh State Pollution

Control Board (HPSPCB) and the National Clean Air Programme (NCAP) tells us a more

complex story. For an industrial hub like the Baddi-Barotiwala-Nalagarh (BBN) area,

"Smog = Smoke + Fog" is not just a seasonal visitor—it is a measurable indicator of our

environmental health.  Science shows us that measurement is the first step toward

improvement. When we measure, we learn, when we learn, we grow. 
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BBN Air Quality Comparison (2020–2025) 

The following table reflects the annual average AQI and peak winter levels. Note that

2020-2021 saw "unusually clean" air due to COVID-19 lockdowns, which serves as a

baseline for what is possible with reduced industrial activity. 

The "BBN Pollution Equation" 

To understand why our air is "Moderate" to "Very Poor," we use this simple scientific

formula: Industry + Heavy Traffic + Bowl Geography + Winter Inversion = Poor AQI
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To understand our "Moderate" to "Very Poor" air quality, we use this formula:

Industry : 3,900+ units emitting Sulfur Dioxide (SO2) from burning coal and furnace oil, causing

haze and acid rain.

Heavy Traffic : Over 10,000 trucks daily produce Nitrogen Dioxide (NO2), which forms ground-

level ozone that irritates eyes and throat.

Bowl Geography : The Shivalik hills trap smoke in the valley, unlike open plains where wind

disperses it.

Winter Inversion : A warm air layer traps cold air below, keeping smog at ground level during

winter.
The Role of PM (Particulate Matter) 

PM is the "lead actor" in this crisis. It isn't just one chemical; it's a mixture of solids and liquid

droplets. 

PM 10 (The Coarse): Mainly dust from roads and construction. It irritates the throat and eyes. 

PM 2.5 (The Fine): The "Invisible Invader." These particles are 30 times thinner than a human

hair. 

As they are so small, they don't stop in your lungs; they enter your bloodstream, affecting heart

and brain health. 

Solutions: The Science Lab in Action 
We can't move mountains, but we can improve air quality through various methods:

Mechanical Sweeping: Use machines to minimize dust in the air.

Paving & Tiling: Cover unpaved roads with interlocking tiles.

Green Buffers: Plant trees like Neem and Peepal to filter PM 10 near industries.

Zero-Burning Policy: Prevent burning of dry leaves and plastic waste in neighborhoods.

Fuel Transition: Switch factories from coal to PNG to reduce SO2 emissions by over 90%. 

Flue Gas Desulfurization (FGD) : Install scrubbers in chimneys to neutralize SO2 emissions.

The air of BBN is judged not by opinion, but by scientific measurements. These numbers clearly

show that better actions lead to better air. The lockdown years proved that when pollution sources

reduce, nature recovers quickly—showing that this problem is solvable, not permanent. 

As students, we are future problem-solvers. Every small step—planting trees, stopping burning,

choosing cleaner habits—creates real change.
